Wales is now in Alert Level 2 

Today, 17 May 2021, Wales moved into Alert Level 2 restrictions.

Further financial support for businesses 

The Welsh Government has announced that further support will be provided to 
businesses who are, and will remain, affected by restrictions through to the 
end of June 2021. 

An eligibility checker has opened on the Business Wales website today, 17 
May 2021. Businesses will be able submit applications by the end of the month 
and they will receive between £2,500 and £25,000 depending on their 
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circumstances. Funding will be based on the size of the business and the 
restrictions they are under.

Wales Cultural Recovery Fund – Freelancer 
Support Fund open 

Freelance professionals, working in the arts, creative industries, arts and 
heritage, events or culture and heritage who are, and still will be, impacted by 
the restrictions, can now apply for further support.

2021. Each successful applicant will receive a single payment of £2,500.
