Economic Resilience Fund (ERF) open for 
businesses with a turnover of £85k+ 

Businesses with a pre-COVID turnover of £85,000+, which have/will be 
impacted by the restrictions still in place during May and June 2021, can now 
apply to the Economic Resilience Fund for financial assistance to help meet 
their operating costs (excluding staff wages). Support is available for 
businesses directly impacted by the restrictions and their supply chains.
