1.4 Aninvitation, togetherwith area statements (namely booklets that summarised the main
economic, social, cultural and environmental data) were sentto all Councillors, Community

Councils and the main local groups.

1.5 BetweenSeptemberand November2021 a discussion took place with 15 Community /Town
Councils, organisations, groups and local Membersin Bro Ardudwy.

1.6 Initial discussions have been held with young people in the area via the youth service.

ACommunity Survey was
undertakenin orderto establishthe community's specificneeds. The Survey looked at
the nature of Barmouth as a community, current services available and what was the
opinion of people about these services, especially transport needs, and it asked which
facilities and services people would wish to see in the area. The groups have provided
a copy of the reportto us, and the summary shows that the priorities were to have a
central community hub, drop in sessions for adults only, social clubs, discussion
groups, activity groups, access to computers, hub to hold events such as a weddings

and facilities for the homeless.
