Bydd yn canolbwyntio ar y glanhau a'r rheolaeth o'r Afon Cegin yn yr ardal, ynghyd â gweithredoedd o waredu anghyfreithlon ar y Stad Ddiwydiannol a thir cyfagos i'r stad tai.

Bydd swyddog o Asiantaeth yr Amgylchedd yn galw ar fusnesau ar Stad Ddiwydiannol Llandygai i drafod natur yr ymgyrch.  Prif amcanion y cyfarfodydd gyda'r busnesau ar y stad ddiwydiannol fydd i nodi'n fanwl eu cyfrifoldebau unigol i ddelio gyda eu gwastraff, a hefyd i godi ymwybyddiaeth ynghylch yr ymgyrch gorfodaeth ar y stad ddiwydiannol.  Bydd yr ymgyrch gorfodaeth yn arwain at weithredu yn erbyn troseddwyr parhaol.

1.
BACKGROUND

1.1
As part of the Environment Agency's aim to protect and enhance the environment, the Agency in Wales will be starting on a process of identifying areas which it sees would benefit from closer regulation and the introduction of community and business partnerships in the locality to enhance the environment for all.

1.2
The Llandygai Industrial Estate, the adjacent sections of the Afon Cegin and its banks, together with the Maesgeirchen Estate, is the first such area in Gwynedd.

2.
AREAS OF WORK

2.1
It is the Environment Agency's intention that the campaign should be particularly focused on fly-tipping and other environmental issues within the area.  It will concentrate on the clean-up and regulation of the Afon Cegin in the vicinity, as well as fly-tipping activities on the Industrial Estate and land adjacent to the housing estate.
2.2
An officer of the Environment Agency will be calling on businesses on the Llandygai Industrial Estate to discuss the nature of the campaign.  The main aims of the meetings with the businesses on the industrial estate will be to pinpoint their individual responsibilities for dealing with their waste, and also to raise awareness about the enforcement campaign on the industrial estate.  The enforcement campaign will lead to action being taken against persistent offenders.

2.3
The Environment Agency wishes to have the support of the local community in the scheme, and envisages setting up a stakeholder group by October of this year.  The members of the group will be advised on how best to report environmental offences to the Agency, and will be invited to take part in conservation and habitat creation work in the area.

2.4
A launch day is planned for Wednesday, 17th September.  This will involve various activities, such as a clean up of the Afon Cegin, and talks on various fisheries and wildlife in the area.  It is hoped that there will be newspaper coverage of the launch and the campaign.

2.5
It is envisaged that the campaign will run initially for a year or so, with an appraisal at the end of that period to decide on future courses of action.  If the campaign in this first area is seen as being worthwhile, similar campaigns in other areas of Gwynedd may be considered.

3.
SUPPORT FROM THE COUNCIL

3.1
An initial meeting has taken place with two members of staff of the Environment Agency, to try to assess the level of support that the Agency might seek from the Council.

3.2
The impression was gained that the Agency sees the Council's involvement with "Communities First" work in the area as strengthening community ties.  This in turn enables the Agency to consider setting up a local "stakeholder" group to be involved in the campaign.

3.3
The Agency would appreciate the Council's support with items such as the following:-

· practical support with removing and disposing of waste collected from

the river clean-up on the launch day, and with any subsequent clean-ups.

· joint working on publicity for the launch day and the campaign in general.

· assistance with providing information on design and costs of items such



as benches and information boards.

· contribution towards the cost of purchasing and installing a bench and/or



a notice board - say up to a maximum of £1,000.

· co-operation with any conservation or habitat creation work.

3.4
The level of support referred to is not particularly onerous.  Should the Board wish, a contribution of up to £1,000 towards the costs of benches and/or information boards could be identified from the Department's budgets.

4.
RECOMMENDATION

4.1
It is recommended that the Board decides to support the Environment Agency's campaign at Llandygai Industrial Estate and Maesgeirchen to reduce environmental crime and improve the environment, and that a contribution of up to £1,000 be made towards the costs of benches and/or information boards.
