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1. Introduction

1.1 The purpose of the 'Our Area 2035' projectis to conduct a conversation and discussion with
local communities to identify what matters to residents and how they would like to see the
area developinthe next 10-15 years.

1.2 We intendto collaborate and jointly develop solutions with organisations, groups and
individuals.

1.4 Aninvitation, togetherwith area statements (namely booklets that summarised the main
economic, social, cultural and environmental data) were sentto all Councillors, Community
Councils and the main local groups.

1.5 BetweenSeptemberand November 2021 a discussion took place with 15 Community / Town

5.3 Otherissuesrelatingto the 'Our Area 2035' work that arose in the Bro Lleu and Nantlle area:

e A numberofobservations referred to the Bro Lleu Strategy which is operational within
the area. There was a desire that the Our Area work would feed into this in some way, and
not duplicate it. There was also a feelingthat there was a need to bettercommunicate the
Strategy and encourage collaboration between local organisations and groups.



The villages of Nebo and Nasareth have approximately 125 houses with around 250
residents. Apartfromthe square in Nebo, properties are oftenisolated with no immediate
neighbours. The demographictendsto be around 50+. Our comments reflect the
challenges we face living in a very rural community, where some residents express
concernsthat the villages have been left behind.

Gwynedd Councilneeds to act ratherthan hold consultation after consultation that get us
nowhere. Aneedtobe clear about funding sourcesfor this project and theirimpact on
currentservices.

Feelthat Gwynedd Councildoes not provide community councils with enough
opportunitiesto provide input into strategic decisions affecting communities - a need to
change this situation. Community councils have been expected to take on much more
responsibility in recentyears, and we need torememberthat they consist of volunteers.
